OFFSHORE OUTRIGGER CANOE CLUB GUIDELINES AND EXPECATIONS
PRACTICE LOCATION 
The Offshore Outrigger Canoe Club practice site is on a public beach.  We are fortunate to be at this location.  Please follow beach rules to ensure our continued presence on this beach.  Be aware of and friendly to our neighbors.  Voices should be kept down at all times.  All paddlers should help keep our area clean and neat. 
RESPONSIBILITIES
EVERYONE is responsible to show up early to help prepare the canoes for practice.  It is a requirement to keep six life jackets, (1) five-gallon bucket and at least (1) one-gallon bucket in each canoe. There should be a life jacket for each person in the canoe.  The Coast Guard considers this part of our proper equipment and can fine the Club if we are improperly equipped. 
EVERYONE is responsible to help clean the canoes and equipment after practice.  Please keep the canoes lined up in an orderly, space efficient way and put all the equipment away after each use.  We need to rinse off the canoes and cover them.  Rinse paddles, life vests and return to the paddle box.  Please dispose of your water bottles in the recycle bins.  
Club and personal equipment shall be treated carefully and with respect.  Please do not drag the canoes.  Canoes should only be moved with the wheels or with enough paddlers to lift the canoe off the sand.  Canoes should always be put on cradles, rinsed off and covered after every use.  
ALL TEAM MEMBERS: 
· Must be able to swim
· Must have the SCORA waiver signed and returned prior to participating in an Offshore practice or race
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Must complete the website waiver
· Have a SCORA number
· Pay dues as scheduled
· Shall comply with decisions made by the Offshore Outrigger Canoe Club Board of Directors.
· Shall at all times, respect team equipment and team members
· Shall participate with a positive and team-oriented attitude.  Any person making unkind remarks, gossiping or causing dissent within the team will have their membership terminated.
· Shall comply with the rules of the Club and public beach
· If you fail to show up for a race you have committed to, you may have your membership terminated.
Dues:  Annual dues are $370.00 per season.  PAID IN FULL BY MARCH 1, 2020.  The Catalina race will be a separate cost of $125.00.  The fee will be received before the race.  Dues must be paid prior to racing any event.
